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INSTALLATION

Position the plate provided
(Fig. 1) 50 mm from the edge
of the gate and perfectly square
at an angle of 90°.

Before fastening the plate with holes "cable
cement, dowels or other means, passage

thread the cable sheath(s)
through the prepared holes.
